Milestone Sunday—April 11, 2010


Milestone #1—The 4 Year Olds will be presented with a beautiful keepsake Bible Story Book for their parents to use with them in sharing the wonderful stories of our faith. This Milestone does NOT have a workshop, however if you are the parent of a 4 year old there will be a presentation on April 18, at the 10 a.m. service, please plan to be there.


Milestone #2—Kindergarteners and a parent/s will be asked to take part in an activity session on April 11 to study the Lord’s Prayer. This class will be teaching children not just the words but their meaning, and why it is important to make prayer a part of our daily life. On April 18, these kindergartners will lead the congregation in the Lord’s Prayer during the 10 a.m. service and will receive a Milestone certification in honor of this important step in their faith training.


Milestone #3—1st Graders along with their parent/s will attend a workshop on prayer and family devotions. We will look at how praying together and looking to God for strength, comfort and celebration are foundational to the life of a Christian. Making time for conversation with God becomes part of each day’s ritual, when families are given the tools to make this time a habit. We will help provide families with tools and resources that will encourage them to pray and look into God’s Word on a daily basis. Devotion materials and prayer journals will be given to the family and then on April 18, the child and their family will be presented with the appropriate certificate.


Milestone #4—2nd Graders and their parent/s will attend a session and receive Communion Training. They will go through centers that explore why it’s important to remember the meaning of the Communion table and the implements used and finally how we make this a part of our religious life.  Children will receive a certificate of completion and will be encouraged to partake of Communion when it is served in church.


Milestone #5—3rd Graders will take part in a new workshop this year along with a parent.  Children will get to explore the Bible and all of its many resources.  On April 18, at the 10 a.m. service, they will receive the traditional presentation of their Bible by their church family.   Please make sure you have filled in the appropriate registration form with your child’s name neatly printed, for the imprinting on their new Bible.


Milestone #6—4th Graders and a parent will learn about Stewardship & Service. The primary purpose is to help the children see the connection between what we learn in church and our actions. Sharing and making a difference in people’s lives are hallmarks of living a Christian life. We will work with the children to find an area of service, provide them the opportunity to serve and then celebrate that service by presenting them with a certificate in front of the congregation on April 18.


Milestone #7—5th Graders and a parent will learn about all the elements of worship including acolyte training. These students will plan and implement portions of the worship service for April 18.
