Each Sunday for 

the next five weeks, our Bulletin will present two of the top ten reasons to 

become a Stephen Minister. 
 

TOP TEN REASONS WHY YOU SHOULD 

BECOME A STEPHEN MINISTER: 
 

Reason #8: Stephen Ministers experience the joy of fellowship with one 

another.  Stephen Ministers meet about an hour a week with their care-receivers, 

but they also meet twice a month in small groups with other Stephen Ministers. 

Here, in a confidential manner, they share the joys and challenges of their caring 

relationships, pray for one another, offer encouragement and practical help, and 

relate to one another in a deep and spiritual way. The bonds of friendship and 

commitment are strong and positive. 

 

Reason #7: Stephen Ministers learn to listen. Most people think of listening as 

a simple, natural, and passive activity, but it is actually a powerful caregiving 

tool. Using Jesus as our model, Stephen Ministers learn the skill of active 

listening, which involves commitment, patience, and attention to body language. 

Stephen Ministers learn to listen for more than just words. They seek true 

understanding and empathy.
